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From the Mayor & Council  

Recently our City Council met 
to discuss ways to trim the  
budget. Cuts in Local Gov-
ernment Aid make it neces-
sary to find creative ways to 
tighten the budget and still  
maintain the level of service 

for our residents.  Supervisors met with staff 
and brought ideas to our planning meeting.  We 
found ways to save on insurance, cell phone 
plans and several other small areas. Department 
heads and supervisors will meet quarterly to 
monitor their budgets. One area of focus for the 
future is energy conservation and as we learn 
more and make changes, 
we will keep you in-
formed. 
 
In coming months youôll 
see the Public Works 
crew installing new water meters. After much 
discussion the Council decided to purchase some 
new water meters. All meters in the city will 
have remote readers making it easier and faster 
for the Public Works department to do their job. 
New software for the remote readers will make 
billing more streamlined. The remote readers 
will enable us to read water meters on a 
monthly basis and better track water usage. If 
you have questions about the new meters, 
please let us know. 

The City of Royalton is participating in a citi-
zen led, Council supported program called 
the Healthy Communities Partnership 
through the Initiative Foundation. We are 
one of four communities chosen to take part 
in this process.  On Monday, June 15th 
there will be a free fish dinner at the Royal-
ton American Legion and community mem-
bers are invited to attend this community 
visioning session.
